The moment we set foot on the icy continent; we % KAt
were awestruck. Antarctica is a place of surreal ;
beauty—endless white landscapes, towering
glaciers, and crystal-clear. waters teeming with
life. We visited Half Moon Island and Yankee
Harbour, where we encountered colonies of
O nINoa ! Chinstrap and Gentoo penguins. Watching these
- oy’ resilient creatures navigate their. icy habitat was a
- humbling reminder. of the adaptability of life. The sight of icebergs
glowing in shades of blue under. the Antarctic sun left us
speechless. It was as if we had stepped into another. world, one

’ untouched by human hands.

One of the most profound lessons we) learned was the importance of resilience.
Navigating the icy landscapes required constant vigilance. Frostbite was a real
danger, and we had to make quick: decisions about layering our: clothing and
protecting ourselves from the changing weather. Mentally, the isolation and harsh
conditions, pushed us to confront our limits. There were times when we felt h
homesick or/anxious, but,we learned to/lean on each other for. support. Teamwork e

became our. greatest strength. Whether. it was helping each other. cross a crevasse .
or.sharing words of encouragement during moments of doubt, we realized that we . NN O A
were stronger; together.

This journey has left an indelible mark on us. It has deepened our appreciation
for. the planet and! its fragile ecosystems. For. me Ida, the experience has
solidified my, passion for,environmental science. Witnessing the pristine beauty
of' Antarctica and learning about its' unique ecosystems, has inspired me to
pursue a career; dedicated to protecting our,planet. | am particularly passionate
about addressing climate change, which, poses a significant threat to
Antarctica’s glaciers) and wildlife. In; the future, | hope to contribute to
sustainable solutions that safeguard our;environment for. generations to. come.

Last Christmas, a group of dedicated students, selected through interviews, participated in "Learning in
Nepal”, an enriching six—day tour organized by Sowers Action. This journey aimed to cultivate servant
leadership, provide young people with a multifaceted understanding of developing Nepal, and explore the
relationship between China and Nepal, including the influence of Chinese culture in the region. Through
engaging in the simple daily lives of the locals, visiting various sites, and providing service, students had the
opportunity to enhance their personal abilities and enrich their life experiences.

During the tour, the students engaged in several impactful activities, including providing service at "Laxmi
Narayan School" while conducting home visits to its students, and exploring "Nepal Nursery Girls' High School
Dormitory," where they interacted with the residents. Additionally, students from the "Nepal Nursery Chinese
Class" guided them on a tour of Kathmandu, fostering communication and learning through Mandarin. Read
on to discover the highlights of our transformative journey!
